IV. Public Comment on topics not on this Agenda (No Action can be taken).
V. Old Business
a.      Update on Mahalee project status - No representative from MUSA was present and no work or contact has been requested.
It was reported that the manager of the Mahalee Lodge Project has passed away and the concern arose as to who is managing the Project/Corporation.  Secretary will research and report back her findings.
Review of Mainline Extension Agreement - Agreement will expire in January 2020. GM Harden will compose a letter to the new owner on record, explaining the expiration and renewal process and how the funds in the account can be handled.
b. Markleeville Creek Restoration Project (MCRP) - Ms. McAfee, AWG Executive Director, stated that Caltrans is planning on replacing the bridge over Markleeville Creek instead of widening it as originally planned. The current bridge serves as a levy during flood water and a new bridge may have an impact on this project and may change the dynamics considerably. Awaiting site plans from Caltrans. Board directed AWG to contact GM Harden with updates and information.
AWG Restoration Project is at the top of the Tahoe Sierra Integrated Regional Water Management Implementation Grant Funding list.

Update on MPUD Website - Wyant created a basic website for the MPUD - www.mpud.org. Items will be uploaded as approved by the Board. Secretary will be added as editor and GM/Harden and Operator will be added as emergency contact.
VI. New Business
a. 
Rate structure for Vacation Rentals - Vacation Rentals have become prominent. 
Vacation rental pay approximately 10% to the Transient Occupancy Tax (TOT) and it was suggested to allocate part of the income to MPUD. Another suggestion was to charge Vacation Rentals a commercial rate. Board will look into the feasibility of increasing the rates on vacation rentals and possibly hold a rate hearing for the members.
It was reported that the Gas Station has issues with the lateral for a dump station. Dump station rate fee will need to be determined.

b. Backup Operator - Board recommended that Nicole (Mo) Loden attend meetings as needed and will be paid for time requested for attendance.
c. 
Delinquent customers added to the County Tax Roll - Customers who will be added to the tax roll unless they become current on their account before July 1, 2019, will be Long, MUSA, Matlock, Slavik and VanHee.
VII. Activity reports from staff

a.    Engineer/GM, Dave Harden – Reported was a site visit and inspection from Trevor Miller, Lahonton Regional Water Board case handler, is scheduled for today, June 13th at 11am.
MPUD is current on all wastewater reports.

A new daily log binder was created and given to the Operator .

Board was handed the proposed Bennett Engineering 2019/2020 rate schedule. The Board will review the proposal and this item will be added to the next agenda for approval. 
Grant Funding Application is on hold due to delays caused by the State's transition into the FISCAL accounting system.
Sludge survey will be conducted this year.

It was recommended to digitally archive MPUD's important documents. Harden will work with Secretary to create a space where Directors can access all documents.

b. MPUD Operator – Would like to schedule Summit Pluming to hydro jet and camera the sewer pipeline. Flow meter needs to be calibrated. A few manholes will need to be raised. It was recommended to re-mark the manholes. The sewer plant road has been graded and repaired.
VIII. Schedule next Board of Directors Meeting – Next Board of Directors Meeting will be set for September 12th, 2019 at 9:00am and will be held at the Alpine County Library.
