II. Report from ad hoc committee
Hartzell and J. Super spoke with Andrew Ramos, MPUD Attorney, regarding  a conflict of interest issue. It was determined that Dave Harden resigned his position as District's Interim General Manager on March 12, 2020 and is working as District's Engineer. The District will soon award a contract to perform work funded by a Grant. It was determined that Mr. Harden has not participated in discussions with the Board or staff about how the District may award the grant funded work or weather that work should be awarded to Bennett or another consultant. To ensure that there continues to be no actual or apparent financial conflict of interest between Harden's role as former Interim General Manager and District Engineer, Harden must recues himself from, and not advise the District on how this work should be procured.

Lloyd Van Doren expressed his interest in the position. J. Super expressed that Mr. Van Doren has an Engineers license and has performed work in other sewer systems in California. J. Super stated that  a few responsibilities associated with this position are establishing  policies, lead staff, allocate resources, delegate responsibility, authorize outside contractors to perform services, and serve as public information officer.
