VI. Old Business
a.   Markleeville Creek Restoration Project, Alpine Watershed Group (AWG) - Kimra McAfee reported that they are still hoping to start construction in 2023. 

 South Tahoe Public Utility District (STPUD) is the grant administrator for all of the projects funded in the Tahoe Sierra Group and because Alpine County is currently in litigation with STPUD Alpine County will not be able to sign the grant agreement for the Sierra Integrated Regional Water Management Grant.

b. Create a formula for rate structure on Short-term Rentals -

State required monitoring reports are current and is meeting all requirements.

Summit Plumbing serviced the lift station in April 2021 and the lift station will not need to be serviced again for another year.

b.   Operator  - Hartzell reported that Virginia York has been monitoring the plant and has been
      recording the flows.
